BCIT – ACE Microcredential in Architecture, Construction & Engineering 
The ACE Microcredential is a unique educational program designed to introduce young adults to the fields of 
architecture, construction management, engineering and related fields (referred to as the ACE sector). ACE 
Microcredential students participate in a “Summer Intensive”  from July 6 – August 20th, in-person at BCIT’s Burnaby 
Campus. Students will be introduced to skills, concepts and terminologies used in these sectors, participate in site visits, 
work on both physical and digital models, and hear from leaders in these professions. Topics covered in the ACE 
Microcredential include introductions to digital modeling, construction project management, communication and 
professionalism, and building technology literacy.
